Buy a computer that grows with you. Shop cleverly!
Buy refurbished products. This saves money and the environment.
Choose a computer that has environmental features, e.g., designed
to reduce energy use when idle.

Refuse unnecessary packaging.

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H. HYGIENE

1. Read the information:

According to the World Health Organisation
(WHO), “Hygiene refers to conditions and
practices that help to maintain health and
prevent the spread of diseases”.

As our computers and other electronic devices
are often used by others in many schools,
centres and workplaces, it is important that
we protect others and ourselves from bacteria
which could make us ill.

Frequent handwashing has become a regular
part of our hygiene practices, especially
during the Covid-19 pandemic. Computers and other technological devices also
need to be cleaned.

Also, a dirty computer can have performance issues and overheat, or it can
even stop working completely!

Keyboards

® Clean your kReyboard weeRly. You should Reep all food and drink away from
the kReyboard area, not just because of spills, but because the crumbs that sit
in the kReyboards can breed bacteria and fungi, especially if they get wet.

® Turn the Reyboard upside down and gently shake out any particles.

® Using compressed air, blow any remaining particles and dust from in and
around the keys.

® Using a cotton swab dipped in alcohol, or a slightly damp cloth with soap and
water, clean the sides and tops of the keys.

Monitor, LCD Screens and Computer Cases

® Many computer screens are LCD screens are not made of glass and they
should not be sprayed with cleaners.

® Use a soft cotton cloth, with a little rubbing alcohol, if needed.

® Only the outside of the computer case should be cleaned. Use a soft cloth and
rubbing alcohol.

Mouse

® Wipe the top of the mouse with a moist cloth if necessary.
® You can clean the bottom of the mouse if it's not worRing properly by

removing the ball and wiping it down.
